Currently, there are only few if not none safety guidelines for using power chainsaws, this technical visit will focus on proper selection and use of power chainsaw, pre-work checks, and correct use of personal protective equipment.

This visit will also include demonstration on tree cutting methods by using power chainsaw, such as “Compression & Tension Cut”, “3-Point Cut”, “By-pass Cut”, “Tear Bark Cut”, “Notch Cut” (Conventional, Humbolt, Open Face), “Bore Cut”, “Kick-back” and other proper ways for cutting.
